Art for Thought




This month's artist born in December 1768 is John
Crome (1768-1821). Crome was one of the principal
artists of the Norwich School art movement.

Crome painted mainly in oils. He was based in
Norwich all his life, earning a major part of his living
as a drawing master; he made regular trips to
London and visited other parts of the country, but
his only journey abroad was to Paris in 1814 to see
the exhibition of pictures looted by Napoleon. Of
humble origin, he was first apprenticed to a coach-
and sign-painter and taught himself principally by
copying works in the collection of Thomas Harvey,

befriended him. Service.

A wonderful painter that truly captures the essence
of his era and the sights of Norfolk. Many of his works can be seen at Norwich
Castle Museum & Art Gallery.
